
Holcombe Burnell Parish Council Meeting Monday December 11th 2017

The Holcombe Burnell Parish Meeting was held at the Village Hall, Longdown, Monday 11th December 2017 at 7.30pm.  
Present: Chair Cllr T Turner & Cllrs D Friend, M Bulley, J Betney, M Blight, H Studholme, S Wood and Mr Tagg attended to speak about his planning application & the Clerk D Radford-Lewis 
1. Open Forum & AOB 
Springfield Motors – All neighbours have received a letter saying they are starting to dig out and remove the tanks today, December 11th.  Work has commenced today. 
The Lamb Inn has changed hands wef January 1st 2018. 

Potholes were reported on Barton Cross Corner leading to Longdown Village – it also floods here.  The lane at Shepherds Ford/Kingsford Lane is due to be resurfaced before the change of contractors. Nothing has taken place here and the Clerk will contact Cllr Brook and Highways to see what the present position is with this area. 
2. Apologies – E Wilson, B Shipley and C Eden
3. Declaration of Interests and changes to Registers – Cllr Bulley for Mr Harvey cheque
4. Minutes of Previous Meeting Held 11th November – Cllr Friend proposed Cllr Bulley seconded & Cllr Turner signed meeting minutes as a true & correct record – vote was unanimous. 
5. Affordable Housing – carried forward to next meeting
6. Playground Surface – The Clerk found the quote and invoice for the work and membrane was due to be laid in the quote but no mention of the exact work was given on the invoice. There was already no mention of a maintenance contract.  Cllr Friend has looked and found the original base but no new membrane.  He found lots of weed roots and he went over it with a flame burner.  Cllr Turner proposed that a quote be obtained for a rubber mulch surface for the play area, Cllr Studholme seconded – vote UNANIMOUS.  The Clerk will arrange for two like for like quotes to bring to the next meeting. 
7. Precept Setting 2018/19 – After considering the expenditure and income of 2017/18 and the previous year the 2018/19 precept was agreed to remain the same. Proposed Cllr Friend, seconded Cllr Blight - Vote UNANIMOUS.  The Clerk will submit this to TDC.
8. Reports from Clerk, County and District Councillors –

The Clerk reports: The purchase of a defibrillator for the Village Hall has been looked into.  Prices vary for an inside or outside one and both need an electricity supply.  The Village Hall committee will need to be contacted to agree to the supply of electric and location of the defib.  The Clerk will contact Cllr Eden to check if he has raised this with the Village Hall committee.  Possible funding opportunities were discussed and Cllr Blight will look into one avenue and the clerk will look into other organisations, inc Western Power. It is anticipated the cost is to be in the region of £1500.

9. Planning – possible discussions & comments
17/02517/FUL - Mr J Tagg, Rollsbridge Farm Ide EX2 –Agricultural Storage Barn – update – Mr Tagg spoke about this application and about the background, the history and the future plans of this site.  He confirmed he is aiming to put the farm back into full use. He has always had an SBI holding for the 60 acres he owns and uses the land for grass keep, some equestrian use as rented property and now wishes to have an agricultural store for tractors and equipment needed to run the farm.  He has invested significant funds into improving the farm, including access and land.  He sought professional advice at all times (from XL planning) along the way to get the proper knowledge.  His intention is to stay there and to work the land.  He has turned down offers to buy the land as he has no intention to develop this due to him living there. He has applied to move a gateway due to reduced access on Scratchface Lane and to improve access along this lane.  He has come along to put a face to the applicant and to explain the situation around the improvements.  He confirmed the use of the barn is to store equipment, plant and tractors for personal use on the land. 
Cllr Friend spoke about lack of communication between departments’ i.e. Environment Agency, Teignbridge and Devon County Council.  The law has been applied different to the U1 Environment Agency to what was passed to the planners. There appears to be real confusion over what hardcore (waste) is allowed and if a planning application should have been submitted.  He feels XL planning has misadvised Mr Tagg with the planning application being put in before the hardstanding. It was highlighted that TDC had notified Ide although the field is in our Parish and this had added to the confusion.  
Other comments from other councillors were invited and it was agreed Mr Tagg attending and speaking about the history and intentions was very useful. Cllr Bulley asked about hedge maintenance and Mr Tagg said he used to maintain these but the big tractors now used find it hard to get along this lane.  Cllr Bulley asked who owned the mobile home and it was confirmed this was used a rest room for the equestrian stables.
Cllr Friend has spoken with Nick Davies of TDC planning who thought this was allowed under permitted development but this was not the case due to the proximity of the road and had to be a full application.  

Cllr Friend also spoke about Westwood Farm and the tipping of waste that has happened here.
