The Holcombe Burnell Parish Meeting was held at the Village Hall, Longdown, Monday 12th February 2018 at 7.30pm.  
Present: Chair Cllr B Shipley, & Cllrs D Friend, J Betney, M Bulley, S Wood and the Clerk D Radford-Lewis & 0 Public Members.  
1.  Open Forum & AOB – Cllr Friend has spoken to Mel Stride MP regarding the funding of War Memorial maintenance and Church donations. He has said they are relying on volunteers in the future for the upkeep of this.  Some potholes that have been reported have been repaired but some are still outstanding.

3.     Declaration of Interests and changes to Registers – Cllr Bulley for N Harvey cheque
4. Minutes of Previous Meeting Held 8th January – Cllr Betney proposed, Cllr Friend seconded & Cllr Shipley signed meeting minutes as a true & correct record – vote was unanimous. 
5. Play Area resurface and Inspection due March/April – Cllr Friend from Sovereign did a site visit and will prepare a quote to replace the wood chippings at the Play Area.  It can be applied on to the base once the wood chippings are removed. The Clerk confirmed she has also contacted other companies to get quotes and these are awaited and will be shared as soon as received. Play Safety who does the RoSPA the play area inspection have made contact to say the inspection will take place March or April. 
6. Defibrillator purchase – Cllr Shipley has contacted the Community Heartbeat trust to get more details re the types of defibrillator and how they work. It is understood that the Village Hall committee have given their agreement to the placing of it and the use of the electricity of supply.  Tedburn and Dunsford Parish Council will be approached as both either have, or are looking into getting one.  Cllr Shipley will also continue enquiries.  
7. Clerks meeting at TDC – The agenda was shared and the Clerk will ask about grant funding for the defibrillator.
