
Holcombe Burnell Parish Council Meeting Monday March 12th 2018

The Holcombe Burnell Parish Meeting was held at the Village Hall, Longdown, Monday 12th March 2018 at 7.30pm.  
Present: Chair Cllr T Turner, & Cllrs J Betney, M Bulley, S Wood, M Blight, C Eden, District Cllr Bromell and the Clerk D Radford-Lewis & 0 Public Members.  
1.  Open Forum & AOB – Official thanks were given to all the Parishioners who assisted in moving snow in the recent bad weather.  
It was asked how frequently the Gritter passes through the main B road and the Clerk will contact Highways to find this out. She will also enquire as to what the status is of the road and if it can be upgraded due to recent accidents.  
2.     Apologies – H Studholme, E Wilson, D Friend, B Shipley
3. Declaration of Interests and changes to Registers – Clerk confirmed a link will be sent for Councillors to check their register of interests held by Teignbridge.  If there are any mistakes please let the Clerk know.  As a result of the Clerks meeting at TDC, the Clerk confirmed the procedures for declaring interests and what to do when an interest is declared.  The procedures for issuing dispensations was also shared. 
4. Minutes of Previous Meeting Held 12th February – Cllr Bulley proposed, Cllr Wood seconded & Cllr Shipley signed meeting minutes as a true & correct record – vote was unanimous. 
5. Play Area resurface and Inspection due March/April – The Clerk confirmed another quote has come in which is slightly lower than the first.   Grants are available for Capital projects and this will be looked at again at the next meeting. This will also be after the RoSPA inspection.  In the meantime, the Clerk will enquire about replacing the wooden posts with this bonded resin surface in place. 
6. Defibrillator purchase – Tedburn St Mary have placed the order for their defibrillator.  The approximate costings would be £2,000.  We will wait for the new financial year to apply to District and County Councillors for grants. 
7. Reports from Clerk, County and District Councillors – The Clerk confirmed she attended the meeting for Clerks last month and a review of the Code of Conduct will be taking place. Also, details of grants that can be applied for on an annual basis were shared.  
District Councillor Bromell shared the fact that the Rural Aid grant scheme is likely to run again in 2018/19 financial year. He also spoke about available grants and his own grant that will be available in the next financial year.
