Holcombe Burnell Parish Council Meeting Monday May 14th 2018

The Holcombe Burnell Parish Meeting was held at the Village Hall, Longdown,  Monday 14th May 2018 at 7.30pm.  
Present: Chair Cllr B Shipley, T Turner, & Cllrs J Betney, M Bulley, D Friend, S Wood and the Clerk D Radford-Lewis & 2 Public Members.  
1.  Open Forum & AOB – 
Two parishioners attended to speak about the motorcyclists that have returned to the field opposite the Village Hall.  Standing Orders were dropped to allow item 8 to be fully discussed earlier. They confirmed the bikes are extremely intrusive and are causing noise pollution to the nearby gardens of residents.   There are normally 2 or 3 bikes at a time.  It was commented that they may be riding illegally on the highway without number plates and it is unknown if appropriate licenses are held.  During night times, last year, bonfires were set and some fireworks were let off. It was agreed this would be discussed in Junes meeting. 
Church Grasscutting donation – A letter requesting a contribution towards the grasscutting at the Church has been received. The total for the grass cutting was £520. After discussion Cllr Turner (p) that £260 be given (s) Cllr Friend – vote UNANIMOUS.  
2.     Apologies – H Studholme and M Blight sent apologies. Cllr Eden and Wilson were not in attendance. 
3. Declaration of Interests and changes to Registers – Cllr Betney declared a non-pecuniary interest for item 8.
4. Minutes of Previous Meeting Held 8th April – Cllr Betney (p), Cllr Friend (s) & Cllr Shipley signed meeting minutes as a true & correct record – vote was UNANIMOUS. 
5. Play Area resurface and RoSPA Inspection – The Rural Aid grant has been received by TDC for the part funding of the play area resurface and the decision will be made on July 18th 2018. Further grants may need to be applied for when final quotation figures and the outcome for the Rural Aid grant are known. The Clerk has asked the three contractors for like for like quotes on surface depths. No legal minimum depth has been found as yet as it depends on fall height. 
6. Defibrillator purchase –Some information has been shared with Councillors over the previous month regarding possible funding opportunities and makes of defibrillator available. Cllr Shipley shared more details regarding maintenance costs.  Cllr Friend shared Whitestone Parish Councils experiences of the defibrillator.  Cllr Wood confirmed her husband is happy to fit it for free, as it is for the Community.  Makes of defibrillator were discussed and Cllr Betney (p) the Cardiac Science model was purchased, Cllr Wood (s) vote UNANIMOUS.  The Clerk will contact Cllr Bromell and Cllr Connett to apply for funding and will also place the order for the defibrillator. 
7. Clerks Pension – A resolution had been passed in 2014 for the Clerk to join a Pension Scheme.  After talks with the pension provider this has been actioned and the Clerk has now enrolled into the Local Government Pension scheme. The payment is included in this month’s payment schedule and will be a regular monthly payment.  These have been included in the yearly budget and precept. 
8. Motorcylists – Following on from the Open Forum. Further comments were made that when the bikes are there householders have to stay inside and the bikes are extremely disruptive. They come at random times and no notice is given to when they will appear.   Cllr Friend has contacted TDC and is waiting to hear back from the noise abatement officer and the anti-social behaviour team.  With regards to the possibility of the bikes not being road legal it was advised that the Police should be contacted when the bikes are present.  Alternatively, the matter could be reported to the Police with photographic evidence.  Discussions took place regarding what contact with the motorcyclists could be made. One of the landowners has contacted Cllr Friend to say he believes the bike riding to be legal and will not deter the activity taking place. However, a letter from the other co-owner from June 2017 was shared, as she did not support the activity. After discussion, it was agreed that the Clerk will write to both co-owners, to share parishioners’ views and report the disturbance to them. Both parties will be invited to the June meeting when this will be on the agenda again. 
9. Reports from Clerk, County and District Councillors –Steps are being put in place so we are compliant with the new GDPR that comes in on May 25th. A privacy notice has been put on the website and is referred to in our minutes and agendas.  Parish Councillors having a separate email account for Parish Council business was discussed. After reviewing the possible risks, councillors agreed they would remain with their own emails and review if this is necessary.
