
Holcombe Burnell Parish Council Meeting Monday June 11th 2018
Parish Clerk: Mrs Debbie Radford-Lewis, Higher Bickhams, Whitestone Exeter, EX4 2HP 
The Holcombe Burnell Parish Meeting was held at the Village Hall, Longdown, Monday 11th June 2018 at 7.30pm.  
Present: Chair Cllr T Turner, & Cllrs J Betney, M Bulley, C Eden, S Wood and the Clerk D Radford-Lewis & 5 Public Members.  
1.  Open Forum & AOB – An arm on the Sign post at Perridge Cross that points to Moretonhampstead and Dunsford is missing.  The Clerk will report to DCC Highways. The signs that have been put up for recent diversions and road closures have not detailed times.  The Clerk will also highlight this with DCC Highways as some roads closed from 7pm and have caught some residents out. 
A suggestion was made that we contact the cycling clubs that when cyclists are riding in groups they could put the number of their group on their backs.  After discussion it was also suggested we contact the Police to request they ask the cyclists group at their next meeting. The Clerk will notify the local neighbourhood police with this suggestion.
2.     Apologies – M Blight, E Wilson and B Shipley, H Studholme and District Cllr Bromell and County Cllr Connett sent apologies. 
3. Declaration of Interests and changes to Registers – Cllr Betney declared a non-pecuniary interest for item 5. Cllr Bulley for Mr N Harvey’s cheque
4. Minutes of Previous Meeting Held 14th May – Cllr Bulley (p), Cllr Betney (s) & Cllr Turner signed meeting minutes as a true & correct record – vote was UNANIMOUS. 
5. Motorcyclists – Since the last meeting there has been no more activity of Motorcyclists in the field opposite the Village Hall. Standing orders were dropped so the owner of the field could speak.  He confirmed the bikes are road legal and that he has clarified with the Police, Teignbridge District Council and Environmental Health that this is a permitted activity.  As the field is co-owned, the other owner was also in attendance at this meeting but she does not agree with the activity taking place. It was highlighted that the two owners will need to get to an agreement regarding this as the Parish Council cannot get involved with a civil matter.  Cllr Bulley suggested that one compromise could be, that the bike riders could notify the residents when they are going to be doing this, so fore planning could take place. The father of the bike riders will ask them to notify the residents if they know in advance when he will be riding the bikes there.  Cllr Betney will share her email with him, so she can be informed and cascade to the other residents. The field will be cut for hay as well and it is thought the bikes would only be ridden there occasionally. 
6. Audit Approval of Annual Governance Statement 2017/18 – The Clerk explained the new external audit process and Cllr Eden (p) Cllr Wood (s) these were signed, along with the Exemption Certificate and after viewing the doctument the Clerk and Chair of the meeting, signed the papers. Vote UNANIMOUS
7. Audit Approval of Accounting statement 2017/18- Further to the above item Cllr Eden (p) and Cllr Wood (s) that this was signed and after viewing the forms the vote was UNANIMOUS
8. Play Area resurface – No requotes have been received but one company has confirmed the depth of service will be compliant with the fall height. As the Rural Aid grant outcome is due July 21st the final decision would need to be made after this date. This is likely to be at September meeting as there is no meeting in August. 
It was highlighted that the play area does have large weed coverage at the moment.  David Friend offered to deal with these and close the play area for the necessary period of time.   This offer was accepted and thanks given for this. 
9. Defibrillator purchase –The Clerk has contacted Cllr Bromell and Cllr Connett to apply for funding and Cllr Connetts application has been returned to him and he has confirmed it has been received. The Clerk will order the defibrillator and ask for Child size pads and signage to be included. Local residents will be informed when it is installed and it will be registered with the Ambulance service when installation is complete.  A first aid course and publicity event will be organised for the Autumn.
10. Reports from Clerk, County and District Councillors – Various consultations are open at the moment including Mobile Libraries and Outreach Service and also the first stage review of the TDC Local plan 2013-2033.  Links have been sent to councillors should they wish to complete them.
County and District Councillors were not in attendance. 
11.    Planning – NONE
