
Holcombe Burnell Parish Council Meeting Monday April 8th 2019
Parish Clerk: Mrs Debbie Radford-Lewis, Higher Bickhams, Whitestone Exeter, EX4 2HP 
The Holcombe Burnell Parish Meeting was held at the Village Hall, Longdown, Monday 8th April 2019 at 7.30pm.  
Present: Chair Cllr B Shipley. Cllrs M Bulley, C Eden, T Turner, C Bickley, J Betney, L Brind, C Ludlam and the Clerk D Radford-Lewis & 1 Public Member. Cllr Kevin Lake was in attendance.  
1.  Open Forum & AOB – Cllr Bulley highlighted that other parish councils are employing a parish Lengthsman.  This will be put on the next months agenda for discussion. 
2. Apologies – Cllrs E Wilson for family commitments, H Studholme in London. Cllr Bromell sent a letter of thanks and farewell.  The Clerk will send a card to wish him a happy retirement. 
3. Declaration of Interests and changes to Registers – none.  Cllr Shipley read out a letter from TDC regarding a nil return for expenses which the Clerk will ask TDC for the relevant forms. 
4. Minutes of Previous Meeting Held 11th March – Cllr Eden (p) & Cllr Bickley (s) that Cllr Shipley sign the meeting minutes after a spelling correction as a true & correct record – vote was UNANIMOUS. 
5. Play Area inspection and resurface – The ROSPA inspection has taken place and the report shared with the Councillors. The Clerk will now contact the resurface company Sovereign to find out how soon they can start and to confirm quote price.  Cllr Shipley (p) and Cllr Betney (s) that this company be instructed to complete the work subject. Ideally we would like it completed by June for the fete. 
6. Defibrillator Checks – Cllr Betney will be doing weekly checks and the Clerk will be doing the monthly checks these will be recorded in a diary. Cllr Ludlam knows of someone in the village that may be able to provide this service and she will contact them.  The Clerk will liaise with other parish councils to see if they want to take part and then any cost can be shared. 
7. New Notice Board in Village – The sign for outside the Bus Shelter opposite the Lamb Inn will be ordered and put on both sides when the shelter is treated. A key for the Parish Council notice board will be given to Cllr Bickley so flyers can also be put on here. The Clerk has a heading for this notice board.
8. Wall repair by the Wall Memorial – Is in order and is awaiting completion.
9. Bus Shelter Repairs – The Clerk has asked Cllr Connett if there is a legal requirement for the thickness of the Perspex for the Little Valley Bus Shelter.  This will then be ordered.  If there is no legal requirement then one of 5mm thickness will be ordered. 
10. Dog Bins – Cllr Betney spoke about the dog mess that is put in general bins.  Cllr Lake confirmed the dog bin is owned by TDC and is regularly emptied.  To have one emptied by TDC is approx. £8 a time.  If a new one is required, it can be purchased and placed at the entrance of the drive to the Village Hall.  Cllr Betney (p) and Cllr Eden (s) that this can be taken forward.

12. Planning - 
Rollsbridge Farm, Ide – The Clerk has sent a complaint letter to TDC Planning and copied in Ide Parish Council for reference. The date for the response has passed and the Clerk has chased this for a reply.  It is believed an enforcement order has been placed on this site and Steve Hobbs at TDC has visited the site. This will be monitored. 
19/00703/VAR – Hurston Bungalow, Tedburn Road – Variation of condition 1 on planning permission 15/03178/COU to enlarge dayroom came in after publication of minutes. TDC have been asked if they will wait for response from next meeting.
13. Accounts for Payment – Cheques to be approved for signature Cllr Betncey (p), Cllr Eden (s) – vote UNANIMOUS.  Three signatories signed the cheques as required. 
The Clerk has drafted a letter to Lloyds bank to request a missing bank statement and to also get a bank statement showing March 31st year end.  The Clerk can then prepare the end of year accounts in preparation for audit. 
A direct debit mandate was completed and signed by three signatories so the DCC Pension payment can be deducted each month direct to DCC.
