
Holcombe Burnell Parish Council Meeting Monday June 10th 2019
Parish Clerk: Mrs Debbie Radford-Lewis, Higher Bickhams, Whitestone Exeter, EX4 2HP 
The Holcombe Burnell Parish Meeting was held at the Village Hall, Longdown, Monday 10th June 2019 at 7.30pm.  
Present: Chair Cllr B Shipley, Cllrs M Bulley, C Eden, L Brind, C Bickley and the Clerk D Radford-Lewis & 0 Public Member. District Cllr Andy Swain
1.  Open Forum & AOB – Cllr Eden mentioned the problem of large artic lorries using the old C50 and the Pocombe Bridge turning.  The Clerk will let Cllr Connett know and ask if he is able to find out what Highways thoughts are on this. 
A parishioner contacted the Chair about a field being used for mending cars near his house that is causing him concerns. A discussion took place and it was found that the site had been used for this purpose for many year, 25 years plus.  It was agreed that there was nothing further the Parish Council could do regarding this and the Chair will return to him with a reply. 
2. Apologies – Cllr Betney is away, H Studholme and T Turner in London, S Wood and C Ludlam for family commitments 
3. Declaration of Interests and changes to Registers – Cllr M Bulley for Mr N Harvey cheque.
4. Minutes of Previous Meeting, AGM & Annual Parish meeting held 13th May – Cllr Bulley (p) & Cllr Eden (s) for all minutes, that Cllr Shipley sign the meeting minutes as a true & correct record – vote was UNANIMOUS. 
5. Play Area & Equipment inspection and resurface – The play area resurface is now complete and looking really good.  The Clerk has the paperwork stored on the email and the cheque will be drawn tonight.  The Clerk will clarify how long the warranty period is for the works. Vitaplay have asked us to write a testimonial and it was agreed this could be done. Cllr Bickley will speak to Cllr Betney about compiling this.  A report covering the resurface has been shared to all social media with good engagement. 
6. Defibrillator Checks and Familiarisation – The Clerk has heard back from the supplier of the defib and to run another familiarisation session will be £200. Cllr Bickley (p) & Cllr Shipley (s) that a session be run in September and that this can be opened up to other Parish Councils. A mid week date in September will be requested by the Clerk. 
7. Notice Board and Bus Shelter repairs – DCC has confirmed that we are not able to have a brown “I” sign for the notice board as it doesn’t meet the correct criteria.  The Clerk will look online for one stating Information board. Cllr Brind (p) & Cllr Bickley (s) that the Clerk has delegated authority to £30 to purchase a sign. 
The contractor has agreed to get the Perspex for the bus shelter and fit it but work has not started as yet. 
8. Parish Lengthsman –The Clerk has contacted the Dunsford Clerk who has said it is Christow P.C that are organising the Lengthsman.  The Clerk has emailed the Christow Clerk to express our interest and to find out what they have done so far. It was put to District Councillor Andy Swain to ask if he would speak to TDC about the post. 
9. Audit Sign off –

9a – The Clerk confirmed that the Parish Council meets the criteria for Exemption from a full review by the External Auditors and therefore would recommend we apply for a Certificate of Exemption.  Cllr Shipley (p) & Cllr Eden (s) – vote UNANIMOUSLY RESOLVED. The Chair and Clerk as RFO duly signed the Certificate. 
9b – The Annual Governance Statement 2018/19 was completed by the Chair & Clerk as appropriate. Cllr Eden (p) & Cllr Bulley (s) that this be approved.  Vote - UNANIMOUSLY RESOLVED. The form was duly signed by the Chair and Clerk.
9c – The Accounting Statements 2018/19 were shared by the Clerk as RFO and Cllr Bulley (p) &Cllr Eden (s) that this be approved by the Chair and Clerk.  Vote – UNANIMOUSLY RESOVLED.  The form was duly signed. 

All paperwork will be displayed on the website and sent to the External Auditors by July 1st as requested.
