
Holcombe Burnell Parish Council Meeting Monday July 8th 2019

The Holcombe Burnell Parish Meeting was held at the Village Hall, Longdown, Monday 8th July 2019 at 7.30pm.  
Present: Chair Cllr T Turner, Cllrs M Bulley, J Betney, C Ludlam, L Brind, C Bickley and the Clerk D Radford-Lewis & 1 Public Member.  District Cllr Andrew Swain attended after item 3.
1.  Open Forum & AOB – Julian Tagg attended to speak about the recent letter to TDC planning that had raised some queries regarding the site at Rollesbridge Farm.  He confirmed the spoil used to build the ground up was from the site and nothing had been brought onto the site. The building has been painted and the barn is aimed to be used for its intended purpose of storing agricultural equipment in the near future.  He confirmed he is open to direct queries and welcomes questions from the Parish Council.  He has confirmed he has allowed people to store equipment there not always advantageously to him.  Some vehicles that are stored there have now have a license to allow them to be put there. His aim is to keep the site tidy and use it for rural purposes. 
2. Apologies – Cllr B Shipley for work, H Studholme in London. C Eden and S Wood for Car trouble
3. Declaration of Interests and changes to Registers – Cllr Bulley for Mr N Harveys cheque. 
4. Minutes of Previous meeting held 10th June – Cllr Bulley (p) & Cllr Brind (s) that Cllr Turner sign the meeting minutes as a true & correct record – vote was UNANIMOUS. 
5. Play Area & Equipment inspection and resurface – The Clerk has had it confirmed the warranty period is for five years. Cllr Betney will write a testimonial about the works.  A report covering the resurfacing has been shared to all social media with good engagement. The general maintenance issues re gate closing, slats on the climbing tower and the support struts for the swings are still outstanding and a reminder will go to Culver Sawmill regarding this. 
6. Defibrillator Checks and Familiarisation – The Clerk has heard back from the supplier of the defib and to run another familiarisation session will be £200. A mid week date in September will be requested by the Clerk and shared with other Parishes as per District Cllr Swains report. 
7. Notice Board and Bus Shelter repairs – The Perspex has been removed from the Bus Shelter at the RSPCA so work has commenced.   The Clerk will look online for a sign stating Information board. 
8. Parish Lengthsman – No further details have been received from the Christow Clerk. 
9. Operation London Bridge – This is the code name for proceedings for when the Queen passes.  It was suggested flowers could be left at the War Memorial.  A book of condolence could be placed at the Church and in the Village Hall Foyer. 
10.     Reports from Clerk, County and District Councillors –
District Cllr Swain reported – He attended the Climate Change meeting last week at TDC and more will be planned as it had lots of support.  Various ideas were shared including tree planting, electric cars and transport links and there is a Facebook page – Teignbridge Climate Emergency that can be logged into. Ide Parish Council also has a Climate Change page. Cllr Ludlam will suggest the Village Hall as a venue for future meetings. 
He is happy to publicise the defibrillator familiarisation session and will contribute 50% of the cost. The Clerk will confirm the date and this will be shared with other Parishes. The form for the funding will be sent to the Clerk for completion and submission.

Discussions took place over traffic using the same access near a bend and also the additional houses that have been built on that road, it was decided no formal comments would be submitted.
