

Holcombe Burnell Parish Council Meeting Monday September 9th 2019
Parish Clerk: Mrs Debbie Radford-Lewis, Higher Bickhams, Whitestone Exeter, EX4 2HP 
The Holcombe Burnell Parish Meeting was held at the Village Hall, Longdown, Monday 9th September 2019 at 7.30pm.  
Present: Chair Cllr B Shipley, Cllrs T Turner, M Bulley, J Betney, C Ludlam, L Brind, C Eden, C Bickley and the Clerk D Radford-Lewis & 1 Public Member.  District Cllr Andrew Swain and County Cllr Alan Connett.
1.  Open Forum & AOB – A parishioner spoke about the speed limits on Chapel Hill where the national speed limit applies and where a near accident occurred recently with his son.  The Chair confirmed the Parish Council gives full support to the fact that there is a problem with speeding on this road and all councilors agreed. Some suggestions were concealed entrance and dangerous bend warning signs, a 30mph or 20 mph speed limit, sleeping policeman or rumble strips.  Cllr Alan Connett spoke about the various suggestions. He said rumble strips would not be the best solution due to the noise they produce, cushion strips maybe possible in the middle of the road. The option of getting the 30mph limit extended may also be a possibility, along with warning signs for the dangerous bend.  He will take this back to Highways and see what options they feel are possible for the site and arrange a site meeting with Parish Councillors, himself and DCC Highways representatives. This was agreed and he will action this. The parishioner also highlighted that an articulated lorry had reversed into the Village Hall car park and moved all the stones.  He had put these back in place but wanted to make the P.C aware of this. 
2. Apologies – Cllr H Studholme away and S Wood for family commitments
3. Declaration of Interests & changes to Registers –Cllr Eden for his cheque & Cllr Bulley for  N Harvey cheque.
4. Minutes of Previous meeting held 8th July – Cllr Brind (p) & Cllr Bulley (s) that Cllr Shipley sign the meeting minutes as a true & correct record – vote was UNANIMOUS. 
5. Play Area & Equipment inspection and resurface – The Clerk has spoken to the suppliers about the weeds appearing on the new surface. They have confirmed this is down to airborne seeds and general weed killer will remove these. Cllr Shipley will look into what safe weed killers are available to use. The replacement of the rotten roofs on the climbing tower has taken place. On inspection the big swing had to be removed as it was deemed dangerous due to the rotten supports.  These are being replaced and will then be reinstalled by Culver Sawmill.  Due to the urgent nature of the work, standing orders were dropped with regard to obtaining tenders for this work.  The Clerk had contacted all councillors for their views by email and it was agreed by all. Culver have also removed a dead oak tree.   
6. Defibrillator Checks and Familiarisation – The second familiarisation session will take place Thursday September 26th, 7pm at the Village Hall. This has been shared with the website, Tedburn Times  and Facebook page. The Clerk has shared it with the Clerks of neighbouring parishes, Ide, Tedburn, Dunsford and Christow. The form to claim 50% of the running costs from District Cllr Andrew Swain has been completed and passed to him at this meeting.  It is hoped it draws a greater attendance than the one in February.  The Clerk will issue a reminder on the Facebook page of Tedburn and Whitestone this week. Cllr Bickley will place a reminder on the website and Longdown Facebook page. A leaflet drop around Longdown has also taken place. 
7. Notice Board and Bus Shelter repairs – The Perspex has been removed from the Bus Shelter at the RSPCA and the village centre.   The contractor has cleaned it up and believes it is reusable, he has started painting these too.  Cllr Bickley will look at designing an Information board to include the website and the village logo. 
It was agreed that Community events and notices could be put in the lockable Parish Council notice board subject to approval by the Chair, Vice Chair or Clerk. A key was passed to Cllr Bickley so she is able to put these on display. 

8. Remembrance Wreath and Protocol – The Clerk has ordered a wreath from the British Legion and will await collection details to share with Cllr Shipley.  A remembrance service is held in the Church each year.  As previous years the wreath is to be placed by Cllr Shipley on the War Memorial.

10.     Reports from Clerk, County and District Councillors –
District Cllr Swain reported –The form for the funding towards the defibrillator event was passed to him which he is pleased to support. Cllr Eden raised the issue that some graffiti has been put on Pocombe Bridge and Bakers Hill, Cllr Swain will look at who to report this too, to get it removed. 
County Cllr Connett reported - Thanks were given to Cllr Connett who has given funds for the Fete band out of the locality budget. Cllr Eden shared details about the problems with the Teign Valley Road over the summer and he will send Cllr Connett an email to give him full details, although this is in Cllr Jerry Brooks area.
