
Holcombe Burnell Parish Council Meeting Monday October 14th 2019

The Holcombe Burnell Parish Meeting was held at the Village Hall, Longdown, Monday 14th October 2019 at 7.30pm.  
Present: Chair Cllr B Shipley, Cllrs T Turner, M Bulley, J Betney, C Ludlam, L Brind, C Eden, C Bickley and the Clerk D Radford-Lewis & 0 Public Member. 
1.  Open Forum & AOB – Email has been received re website and if a grant is available for maintaining it. The Clerk confirmed this was no longer available and will pass this information on.  The road surface down to the Church was brought up as it is still in a bad state of repair.  The Clerk will raise this with Cllr Connett.  
2. Apologies – Cllr C Ludlum, S Wood and H Studholme not present. 
3. Declaration of Interests & changes to Registers –Cllr Eden for his cheque & Cllr Bulley for N Harvey cheque.
4. Minutes of Previous meeting held 9th September – Cllr Brind (p) & Cllr Turner (s) that Cllr Shipley sign the meeting minutes as a true & correct record – vote was UNANIMOUS. 
5. Play Area & Equipment inspection and resurface – The big swing has been replaced by Culver Sawmill and due to the emergency of the repair, authorisation was required to proceed out of meeting.  The usual process of obtaining two tenders was acknowledged and will be adhered to on future non-emergency situations. The cheque for the work will be drawn at tonight’s meeting. Thanks were given to Shane at Culver and to Cllr Eden for arranging these repairs so quickly. We will look at the weed control in the Spring, to be reviewed in February. 
6. Defibrillator Checks and Familiarisation – The second familiarisation session took place on Thursday September 26th and was a great success.  Over 40 people attended from across many local parishes including ourselves, Whitestone, Ide, Tedburn, Christow, Dunsford and even Exeter.  The incorrect form to claim 50% of the running costs was previously completed and therefore the correct form has been passed to District Cllr Andrew Swain at this meeting.  It proved that Social Media and clear advertisement works. 
7. Notice Board and Bus Shelter repairs – The bus shelter repairs are in progress. The actual notice board is now used for half Parish Council and half Parish notices inc Village Hall activities. 
8. Chapel Hill Speed limit – County Cllr Alan Connett has been in contact with Highways and one option is to extend the area for the 30mph speed limit to include the Village Hall, the problem is the cost/funding which Highways does not have. A discussion took place regarding the addition of signs warning of “slow children” Tedburn side of Village Hall or sharp bend.  The clerk will contact Cllr Connett to enquire how much extending the 30mph speed limit would be and to ask for the warning signs. One suggestion was also for the Parish Council to encourage homeowners to cut their hedges sufficiently back off the road to increase visibility and pedestrian safety.  A notice will be put in the Tedburn Times, on the website and Facebook page.  
9.     Reports from Clerk, County and District Councillors –
Cllr Swain reports: He shared the Highways response from Cllr Connett re the Speed limit on Chapel Hill and the Clerk will progress this with him.  The form for 50% defibrillator session costs was passed to him with thanks for his support.
